whatfoever; and no regifter of wills as aforefaid fhall exa@, extort, demand, take,

accept or recgive, from any perfon whatfoever, any fee or fees, gratuity, gift or
reward,- for giving his advice in any matter or thing that will be tranfaéted in the
courts of the county where he acls as regifter aforefaid, under the penalty of thir-
ty pounds current money for every fuch offence.

C H A P XI.

An ACT for ere&ing a town at the mouth of Conococheague
creek, in Wathington county.

HEREAS it is reprefented to this general aflembly by Otho Holland
Williams, that he is poflefled of part of a tra& of land called Rofs’s
Purchafe, and of a tra¢t of land adjoining thereto called Leeds, con-
tiguous to the mouth of Conococheague creek, and that, from the advantages of
navigation from the head branches of Patowmack river to the mouth of Conoco-
cheague, and the great profpect of the navigation of the faid river being extended
to tide water, on the application of many of the inhabitants of Wathington county,
he hath been encouraged and induced to lay out part of the fuid traéls into a town,
and hath contra&ted with the commiffioners of the faid county to build a ware-
houfe on the faid land, and to furnith {cales and weights for the infpetion of to-
bacco, and an in{pector is already appointed ; and prayed a law to lay out and
ereét a town on the faid lands, and to fecure the purchafers of lots in the faid
town, referving the right ot the proprietors and their intereft in the faid lands ;
and this general affembly are of opinion, that the ere@ing a town at the mouth
of the faid creek may be convenient and beneficial to the public;

I1. We it enaded, by the general affembly of Maryland, That Thomas Hart,
Thomas Brooke, Mofes Rawlings, Richard Pindell and Alexander Clagett, or
any three or more of them, be and are hereby appointed commiffioners to furvey
a quantity of land, not exceeding one hundred and fifty acres, being part of a
tra@ of land called Rofs’s Purchafe, and another called Leeds, contiguous to
the mouth of Conococheague creek, in Wathington county, and the fame, when
furveyed, to lay out into lots, ftreets, lanes and alleys, (the main ftreets running
eaft and weft, or nearly fo, not to be lefs than cighty feet wide, and the ftreets
croffing the faid main ftréets not to be lefs than fixty-fix feet wide) to be ereéted
into a town, and to be called and known by the name of Williams’s Port, and a
correc and accurate certificate and plot thereof return to the clerk of Wathing-
ton county court, who is hereby required to record the fame among the land re-
cords of the faid county, and to keep the original plot in his office, and a copy
from the original, or the record thereof, fhall be eonclufive evidence as to the
bounds and lines of the lots of the faid town, and of the ftreets, lanes and al-
leys thereof. ‘

III. @nd be it enafed, That the faid commiffioners, or a major part of them,
fhall caufe the faid lots in the faid town to be fubftantially and fairly bounded
and numbered, and they and their fucceffors are hereby required, from time to

time, to take care that the faid boundaries be conftantly kept up and preferved.

IV. and be it enaited, That on the death, removal or refignation, of any of
the faid commiffieners, the major part of the remaining commiffioners thal] ap-
point another to ferve in the ftead of fuch commiffioner fo dying, removing or
refigning. : ; ;

V. and be it enafted, That the commiffioners of the faid town, or a major
part of them, thall have full power to employ a clerk, who thall be under oath,
fairly and honeftly to enter into a book, to be kept for that purpofe, all the pro-
ceedings of the faid commiffioners relating to the faid town, in which book,
among other things, fhall be entered a copy of the plot and certificate of the
faid town, defcribing every lot by its number, and who the taker up or purchafer
was or fhall be; and the faid books thall always be open to the infpection and
examination of the faid commiffioners. e T alt
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
