(3) A Chairman who is appointed after a term has begun serves for the
rest of the term and until a successor qualifies.

(i) supervise and regulate the pubhc service companies subject to
the jurisdiction of the Commission to:

(2) AT THE END OF A TERM, THE PEOPLE’'S COUNSEL CONTINUES TO
SERVE UNTIL A SUCCESSOR IS APPOINTED AND QUALIFIES.
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
