The non-realization of the profuse promises
made by the landowners and real estate deal-
ers to the citizens of “the Belt,” previous to
the Annexation election, is bearing fruit
mach sooner than we had at first believed.—-
The aforesaid citizens wore Lhonied over by all
kinds of specious promiees, but few of which
the aforesaid real estate dealers and landown-
o8 reaily believe would be realized, at least
within a quarter of a centuary. It costs money
to open and pave streots; to furnish gas, elec-
tric, or oven gasoline Jamps; chemical engines,
(for nono other are practical); to lay down
water mains and farnish water that is now low
in quantity ; to farnish evon fifty policomen ;
to establish and keep open public schools. All
these desirable things can bo had, but they must
be paid for. Where is the mouey to come from ?
Out of the city treasury, to be sure. The cit-
jzens of “the Belt” wero hoodwinked, made to
believe that as soon as Annexation was accom-
plished, all the above great benefits would be
realized. Now that thoy seo that they are as
far off as beforc Annexation, and still recedjog,
they commence to complain. This they ought
not to do, because they had their eyes open.—
Tho JoURNAL completely exposed all the hollow
promises then made, and showed that some of
them would not be realized within less than a
gunarter of a century. To this latter we may
easily enumerate water and gas. It costs bun-
dreds and thousands, yeas, millions of dollars,
to lay water mains, even through a compactly
built portion of the city, and nearly as costly
through an open country. And what would
be the use of laying them whero there are no
houses? The sumoe can bo said of gas mains.
It is truo the city could furnish the police.
Bat is she doing it boyond the fifty anthorized
by the last Logislature? included in which is
the thirty formerly employed as county
police?

In elucidation of what we have said above
weo give herewith the colloquy which took
place ot the meeting of the Bultimore City
School Board oun the 8th inst. The whole
thing is suggestive of what is to come for the
futare. The duped citizens of ‘‘the Belt” will
find that they will not get more than 60 cents
bencfit out of a tax levy of $1.90, and soon to
be from $2 to $2.25 per, $100. Added to this
will be the absolute certainty that the 19th
Section of the Annexation Act, (the 60 cent
taxation soction), will be repealed, (we believe
at the noxt session of the Legislature). Thero
is not the shadow of a doubt of its unconstitu-
tionality—-for one person cannot be legally
taxed one rate and another a different rate
under the same system and authority. The
following aro tho proccedings of the School
Board alluded to:

Last evening, at the meeting of the School
Board, Mr. C. J. King, Chairman of the Com-
mitteo on Expenditures, to whom bad been re-
ferred a resolution offered by Mr. Monroe, of the
Twonty-second ward, thut the teachers in tho
Annex schools received the same pay as those
in the old city schools, submitted a resolution
to the effoct thut the salaries of all publie
school teachers in the Annox coytinue as at
present until September 1st, and trom that date
the salaries be the same as in other city schools.
The resolutions recommended that the Com-
mittee on Conference nrge the Counncil to adopt
& reeolution to that effect.

Mr. Monroesaid that if it was right to in-
crease the salaries in Scptember, it was right
to do s0 now, and ho could not seoc why the
equalization of salaries should be delayed.

Commissioner Alceeus Hooper, of the Twen-
ty-first Ward, stated that he was disap-
pointed in the report. When the matter was
discusscd on the hustings, be said: *“It was
stated that the Belt schools were not as good as
the city schools, and we were assured not only
by the Mayor, but by all others interested in
annexstion, that the schools would be brought
to a level with the city schools in every respecs.
We were countrymen, and, perhaps, we believed
too easily. Bat what issaid to usnow? You
pay only 60 cents taxes on the $100, and
you must wait for the benefits promised. We
hear now nothing but flattery and commenda-
tion of the excellence of ourschools, and when
the city is asked to make good its promises, it
says no, but gives no reason for its deocision.
The citizens of the two annexed wards will
consider it an insult that their schools should
be placed on a different plane from the other
schools. The principals of the Annex school s
have the work of about four principals, and
they are asked to do more work and for less
pay. You havoe established School No. 13 in
the Annex, and give the principal a larger
salary than those in the old Annex achools.—
The change in the salaries should be made at

* once.” -

Mr. Fenton cffered a substitute, that the
City Council be requested to equalize the sal-
aries of the teachers in the Annex with those
in the other city schools.

Mr. Wentz asked why should those teachers
who have taught so long for a certain sum be
suddenly paid an incronse? “Is its game to
got the money out of the city treasury, sud
make the city pay for annexation? Has it not
cust enough already ? If it isso cruel to pay
them the salaries now, why was it not a cruel
proceeding to do the same thing bofore snnex-
ation? I led tho discussion for annexation
much against my will. I was spokesman for
annexation in the legislature, and I never
made such promiscs as alluded to.”” Mr, Wentz
said that no one else in the board had made
promises. Mr. Fenton stated that Mayor La-
trobe had been on the hustings.

Mayor Latrobe said: ‘Al that I ssid on
the hustings was that the schools in thecounty
wore not absolutely free schools, and I said
that after annexation they would become free
schools.”

Captain Fenton argued that the Anncx was
now a part of Baltimore, and their children
should receivo the same advantages of educa-
tion as the childron attending other city
schools. If the Anncx achools are conducted
on the same plan a3 a city school and the
teachers have the same daties to perform,
they should receive the same pay.

Mr. Foley, who had charge of the Aunex
schools for a time, said that tho tecachers are
entitled to more pay, and had the schools re-
mained in the county they would have ro-
coived larger salaries than at present.

Mr. Monrce said that the citizens of the
Annex have as much interest in the welfure
of the city as any other citizons. He conld not
seo why an imaginary lino should regulate tho
salaries,

Mr. Bear—Does not an imaginary line muke
difference in the taxes?

Mr. Monroe—We don’t like to boar this talk
abont the tax rate : and it has the same cffect
on us as a red flag has on a bull., We do not
like to be told that we shall receive benefits in
the proportion of the $1.90 to 60 cents. You
must remember that there are owaners of farms
which were free from debt, and, after: annex-
ation a debt of over thirty-five million dollars
was placed on the property.

A vote on Captain Frenton’s substitute, that
that the Council be requested the chango the
salaries at once, was taken, and lost by a vote
of 11 to 8. The ayes were Mesars. Bark, Fua-
solbangh, Foley, Sheehan, Mitchell, Fenton,
Hooper and Moore; nays—President Morris,
Williawas, Felber, Wentz, Barnes, McA fee, Baer,
Baker, Durding, Sharretts and King. The
Mayor asked to be excused from voting, as the

- matter might come before him officially.

A resolution was adopted tbhat the salary of
A. Herring, of Annezation School No. 12 be
fixed at $9885, and that of Fred Schroeck at
$550 per yeas, to date from September, 1888, the
same &8 before annexation. These salaries had
been reduced after annexation.

Upon this subjoct the American says:

“The Annexation is beginning to wake it-
solf heard, and is demanding what it believes
to be its dues, Intimations are being made
through its representatives that the city is not
fulfiling its promises as promptly as it thinks it
bas the right to expect.”

As the r.usic has commenced we may oxpect
to hear moro of it. The notes will swell in
aize and frequency.

One thing is certain, the citizens of “the
Belt” have been duped. As they bave made
their bed so must they lie. The connty author-
ities havo been duped also. The Annexation
Act stipulates that the County Commissioners
were to receive what was due for our property
in 90 days from the election; and here itis
eight months and no money yet. Mayor La-
trobe was exceedingly anxious to get control of
our property sud literally, as it were, ‘‘rushed
in where angels fear to tread,” and took pos-
session of our preperty in a great hurry, a

th;t;gﬁ he fearcd he was not golng to get it.—
As to taking possession of onr. praperty, aud
paying for it, he is like the man who married

in a hurry and repentcd at leisure.

SUNK OFF STEELTON.

The Atlantic Tranaport Line steamer Mon-
tana, Captain W. H. Williams, was sunk on
Saturday ufternoon, 5th jnst., in the bay.be_low
Stevltou by the North German Lloyd steamer
Maiu, Captain Mollor. The Montana is lylng
in twenty-seven feot of water, with her upper
deck aft of the bridge under water. The
steamer Main, after havingatruck the Montana,
backed off and dropped anchor, and remained
alongside all night.

The story of the collision, told to an Ameri-
can represcntitive by Captaln Williams, is as
follows :

“The Montana, with u general cargo and 214
head of cattle, left hor pler, at Toocust Polnt,
in the morning at 8.30 o’clock. The weathor
was very thick, and we anchored at quaran-
tine. The fog lifted about twolve o’clock, and
we steamed out into the bay. When off Steel-
ton, some of the machinery got hot and after
running down almost as far as the head of the
new cut-off channel, we dropped anchor.—
The weather again became thick, and I con-
cluded to remain there until it lifted. It was
about 1.30, whon all bands but the third oflicer,
who was on the bridge, were at dlnner, when
some ono—-the steward, I think— shonted
down the companion-way that a ship was com-
ingat us at full speed. Pilot Shinnick and
my chief engineer, R. M. Young, and myself
ran out to the middle of the ship. We had
bardly got thore when n big steamen
which I afterwards found to be the Main,
crashed into us just abreast of the fourth hold
on the starboard side at full speed. All was
confusion on our buat, the men shouting and
between them all thore was a foarful pande-
meninm.

Eighty-seven cattle woero drowned by the
accident, No lives wore lost,

tans, on behalf of the owners of that veasel
and of the ovners of the cargo, by John H.
Thomas, attorney flled a libel in the United
States Court against the steamship Maln, claim-
ing $300,000 damages on account of thesinking
of the Montana by the Main, and $150,000
damages to the cargo of the Mcentana, This
wonld make $450,000.

The Sun of the 8th says:

“The Baltimore and Drum Point Railroad
Company has issued a pamphlet giving its
prospectus, together with a copy of tho char-
ter and the laws relating to the company, and
also other matters connected with the enter-
prise. The prospcotus says the authorized
capital stock is $1,500,000, for which the total
subscriptions are $627,000, and $873,000 romain
to be subscribed for. The $627,000 subscribed
is made up as follows: By Anne Arundel
conuty, $200,000; Calvert county, $100,000;
State of Maryland, $152,000 ; estimated private
sabacriptions, $100,000; land subscriptions
$75,000. To nid thecompletion and equipment
of the railroad, the prospectus says, the com-
pany has prepared for issuo 1,500 bonds of $1,-
000 cach, bearing six por cent. interest, to
run for forty years, This $1,500,000 of bonds
is to be secured by a mortgage upon the prop-
erty, with the Mercuntilo Trust and Deposit
Company as trustce. A call has beon made
upon the fodividual subsoribers to the stock
for tho paymont of an assessment.

SUSQUENANNAH AND DEER CREEK RAILROAD.

The directors of the Susquehannah and
Deer Creek Railroad Company met in Bel Alr
on Tuesdny 8th inst. Mr., John Moore was
elected chairman, and Mr, Harlan secrefary.
A mortgage to secure the issuo of bonds was
read snd approved. Mr. Van Bibber moved
that the report of the board of directors
be accepted and its actions approved.—
This was passed unanimously. The board of
directors report that they have procured the
sorvicos of a compotent corps of engineers, have
had the line from Bel Air to Stafford surveyed
and the route locatod thereon, and haye pro-
cured the right of way complete from a connec-
tion with the Maryland Central Railroal in
Bel Airto the Susquehannah river at Stafford.
Their chief engineer, Mr. R. E. Cutter, has
prepared a map of tho lino thus located, which
is presented for the oxamination of the stock-
holders. Tho board of directors further report
that all of the railroad has been putunder con-
tract to Mr, John Henry Miller, of Pittsburg;
that the westarn division of the road will run
from the Maryland Central, at Bel Air, to the
mouth of Deer Creek, and that ke will con-
struct und complote it for tratie by October 1st,
1889. The number of shares voted was 317,

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A TERRIBLE TORNADO IN PENN-
SYLVANIA,

40 Lives Lost at Reading and 19 at Pitts-
burg.

Oun Weduesday afternogn, Oth inst,, a terrific
toruadoswept over Reading, Pa.,entalling wide-
spread disaster aud ruin in that place. To the
west of the city barns were unroofed, farm
outbuildings were blown over, crops rooted up
and things destroyed in every direction. The
storm caiwpe from the west and only took in
a vory narrow strip of country., It took off
portions of roofs of houses as if they had been
chopped off with an axe. A passenger car on
the Reading Railroad was upset aud shivered
to splinters. The Company'sshops were struck
and a fire ensued, and they were soon reduced
to ashes. Four men were burned in the debris.
It ia estimated that the storm traveled at a ve-
locity of more than a hundred miles an hour.
It struck the Reading silk mill, where 275
girls were employed, and demolished it, and
fully 200 people were covered in the ruina. It
js thought 35 to 40 of the people are maimed
and killed. There is much sorrow in many
homes in and about Reading, and it will basev-
eral days before full accounts of the terrible

effect of the cycloue can be guthered.

BALTIMORE'S FLOATING DEBT.

The floatiug indebteduess of Baltimore olty
for 1888 is $407,000. The tax collections did
not reach what was expected, which shows that
the volume of business was not a¢ largo as for-
merly, so that the generality of tuxpayers were
not able to pay their taxes. The most positive
barometer in the business world is the failure
to pay taxcs prowmptliy. Daltiwmore city is not
the only place waero taxes come in slowly, it
is so throughout tho State, a3 well as in the
country. Aportion of the city’s flouting in-
debtedness is $132,343 which has been paid to
operate tho Belt for seven months. As soon
as Mayor Latrobe settles with Treasurer Morgan
a8 to the amount he is tu receive for collecting
taxes in the Belt, Mr. Morgau cun help the city
treusury s fow thousands.

#Vidooq" at Sea—Qualifications of Voters—
Snares and Delusions—The Intellectual
Panacea—The Political Schoolmaster's Vo~
oation — Trust-Worthy Murderers — Eycs
‘Which See Not—An Unorthodox Truth—A
Dangerous Expsriment—A Noblo Expia-
tion—In Mompriam.

BALTIMORE, Jauuary 11th, 1880,

Before taking leave of the political questious
which have been ezercising the JOUERNAL'S cor-
respondents for some time past, thero are a fow
words to be said to the frank aud emphatic
“Vidooq,” concerning cortaln of his ideas and
statements. He is so just and reasonable in the
most of his remarks, that it is all the more no-
ticeable for' him to be so widely at sea as he is,
with regard to several points.

For instance, he does not advocate the prop-
erty quallfication for the right of suffrage, be-
cause that would make the owning of proporty
the “only’” evidence of intelligeuce and virtuo.
Whereas, the possession of property is no ovi-
dence whatever of ecithor intelligence or virtuo
on the part of the possessor., It may beanovl:
dence of shrewdness and cunning; but even
idiots can inherlt wealth, und often do; while
the acquisition of property, in thesedegenerate’
days, is oftener an evidenco of rascally dishon-
eaty than of any other “virtuo” whatsoever.
There is no ‘‘only” at all about this busincss,
unfortunately. Besldes; in discussing this

uestion, everybody soems to loso sight of the
act that some of the very wiseat and best of
men have been as poor as vhurch mice, The
greatest students, and the moat pious of souls,
are just the people who care the least for
money. The proierty test would probably dis-

ualify our Lord himsolf and the most of lis

isciples, if they were back in this world under
their former conditions, Property is not only,
not “‘the only” test in this matter, bat it i3 not
any teat at all as to a fitness for voting,

Thes “Vidoeq"” very calmly says: “Let the
qualifications be of & moral and intellestual
kind.” Which is simple and easy enough to
say; but very amusing to think about; avd
withal would be quite impossible of accomplish-
ment. For how is any moral qualification to bo
tested, please? Asany one who has ever tried-
to run a church can testify, there i3 no way of
making sure of a man’s morality. In fact, he
cannot be at all sure himself of the gmount of
morality which he posssses. For look how
many Sunday School teachers, and olass-leaders,
ard even preachers, who are so ovorflowingly
fall of that commodity that they are obliged
to impart some of 1t to others, we yet hear of
every year being obliged to decamp to Canada,
or go to Earops, or abscond in some direction.
And furthermore, as in the recelving of church-
members we are obliged to depend in the main
upon the man’s own testimony concerning him-
self ; so would the man be required to swear to
his own goodness to obtain his political privi-
leges, when, of course, a8 every one knows, the
worse Lie was tho more unscrupalous he would
be about swearing falsely as to the amonnt of
morality in his possession.

While, to cap the climax, as the man who
had just been to church and confessed that he
was & ‘‘misorable sinner,” with “no health in
him ;" or the good Mothodist brother who had
just beeun to class-meeting bewailing his origi-
nal sin, and the superabundance of old Adam
in his constitution, conld not consiatently go to
the polls und swear to a different story, why of
course it would only be the hypoorites and un-
scrupulious villains who could testify to their
own goodness; and 80 it would come about that
only the immoral classes wonld be allowed to
vote. Peoplo ought to consider these thinga be-
fore they undertake toadvocate morality quali-
flcations for voters; but as a matterof fact they
do not, and hence fall into all sorts of snarcs
and delusions,

“ Bot still moro delusive than the morality
matter, if that be possible, is tho “intollectual
kind” of qualification suggested. It is utterly
amazing that poople csn be so fatuously blind
as to accept this intellectual business as the
pauacen for all the evils that affliet our race.
So, to hear poople talk of suggesting and
adopting practical methods for testing a
man’s intellectual qualiflcations for voting;
and actually proposing to have the achool-mas-
ter at the polls, to sot up his classesand “‘ascer-
tain wheothor a voter could read the English
language with futelligence,” making that per-
formance the basis of the right to vote, makes
one feel as though ono had boen attending n
literary symposium at a lunatic ssylum. Just
think what fan thero wounld be at any such
intellectual oxamination of all our ward bum-.
mers! It would be better than a clrous! A
regular school examination is oftcn a very lu.
dicrous affair, but it could not compare in
amusement with such f funny show as this,
whose indescribrble homorousness must bo Joft
to the imagination's powers,

But this proposition is also maopifestly un-
just. There are thousandsof our citizens, more
especially in the west, who are intelligent
snough, and yet cau read unly in thelr German
mother-tongue, or some other furelgn language.
Indeed, not many yeursage there wore glent-y
of good people in one of our noxt door States,
yes, oven in Baltimore county, who knew mno
othor languagoe than the Ponusylvania Dntch,
Vould it be right to disfranchise all these wor-
thy people because they could not wrestle sue-
cessfully with tho Intricacles of English? A
test of this aort would not even draw the line
between tho Intelligent and the iguorant
classes,

And thero are soveral other poluts to be con-
sidered. In conducting such examinations,
for example, the judges themsolves wonld be so
different in capacity that the same standsrd of

roflciency could not be cverywhere malotained.
?f these gentlemen happened to be persons who
really know oxuctly when *“tho Euglish lan-
guage is read with intelligence,” thore are not
very many ordinary readors who could passthe
bar of their criticism. There are numerous
preachers, in fuct, who read Eoglish in a most
atroclons manner. It is excurciating to listen
to them ; and yet no doubt some of them would
ho able to vote in & very intelligent manrer.
1t would be quite safe to trust them with a vote
even though they murder the King's-Queen’'s-or
President’s-English, in au utterly barbarous
manner,

And, on the other hand, if these judges were
oxtrewe in the oppusite direction of leniency,
what hosts of dolts and idlots would alip In
npon the registration books! While, of course,
we could not expect any more hovnesty among
the politicians in this matter thau in any other;
sud we may be sure that somebody's wmouney
would be as potent here as anywbers else in
tho political stiuguie, Thoogh even if this
business were fairly conducted, the art of read-
ing bas become so generally acquired, in some
sort, that most of tho low down, viclous ele-
ments of our population, regardless of com-
plexion, could pass such a reading test as our
athorities would be likoly to impose. So that
any such laws or atatutos forthis caso madeand
provided would yet be ineffectual in “oxcluding
from the ballot-box such thousands of disrepu-
tablo voters as some persons imagine it wounld.”
And besides and beyond all the rest of it, he
must be of & very sanguine temperament, and
a vory hopeful disposition, who imngines for
one moment that tho politiclans are golng to
permit the accomplishment of any schemo
that will abridge tLeir powers. It is very
strange that people cannot sce, and understand
and realize, that the politicians really have
things in their own bands, and that nobody
knows how to get the power away from them.
‘Why cannot people comprebond this stubborn
aot 7

Ouly oue point more, Tho gentlemian so of-
ten quoted makes the remarkable statement
that: “Iatelligenco and morallty go hand in
hand.” Which {s not remarkable, of courso,
in the senge of being a new and unheard-of as.
sertion, for a great many persons hold similar
opinions, but it cortainly is very remarkable
that anybody can fail to see the fallacy of such
a conclusion. We hear this dootrine preached
on every side, interminably. But really, in-
tolligence and morality have no necessary con-
nection whkatever. If we bhad our eyes only
half way opened we could see illustrations
enoughof this fact, Dosanot evorybody kuow
that the highest intelligenco is ?nito corapati-
ble with the greatest immorality? Was not
Byron intelligent, for instance ¢ But it is not
necessary to adduce instances : everybody who
will use his oyesight oan find cases enocugh cf
intelligent people who are addioted to all sorts
of vices. It s awmazing that people overlook
this truth that is ever before thelr faces.

But because most good people try to become
intelligent. the notion provaiis that intelligence
produces virtue, or that tho two things are al-
most synonymous; whereas, they are reaily by
no means identical. Intelligence and power,
aro identical, however; and perhaps this is
where the mistake arises. Knowledge widens
one’s horizon, and increases one’s capaocities, it
is true, But to give a man power, and to pro-
duce in him tho disposition to use his capsacitics
in proper directions, are two distinct and very
different things. ﬁenoe, though it may sound
exceedingly unorthodox to say so, if the viol-
ous classes cannot in some way or mauner have
instilled into them the desire todo right, tho
less education you give them, the better it will
be for thoae who are obliged to live with them.

It in taking usa long time to lesrn that edu-
cation does not put the element of goodneas
into buman hearts. Bat a bitter experience
will teach the world something on this snhject
some day. Knowledge is power; and the more
Kowor you give to those bent upon making a

ad use of it the more potent you make their
inflnence, and the wider the sphere in which
they can work for evil. Weare making & dan-
gorous experiment with our gemeral-education
theories. Perhaps the fates require uato make
it. But somebody will witness Some unexpect-
od reanlts by and by. It requires no prophetic
powers to foresee the colhr:o of many of our
pet theories at no very distant day. At this
present moment we are on. the very verge of
some unpleasant distilusions. ‘ .

In the meantime it is very touching to wit-
ness the whole-sonled, pathetic efforts of the

ood women of our own and other lands, to ef-
ect the betterment of the world's condicion.
It seams that women are just awaking to the

realization of the factthat'as woman plunged
the homan race into ite wunt state o!p misery,

enators like Mr. Blair in the rudiments of
history and other studies caloulated to develop
und broaden their mindseothat they maynolon-

Harrison
has not yet glven his answer and the sudden
appearance of the Blaine comet at the Capital,
and the marshalling of the various planets into
a brilliant conatellation, is all forthe purpose
of impreasing the Harrison sun with the im-
mense power for good or evil which is wielded
by thecomet.

kuown ull over the world as the Sugar King.
The result is, the Seunate finance committee
have concluded to offor an amendment to the
bill, giving & bounty for every pound of sugar
produced in this country.

Filibustering seems to be natural {n the
present House, which has practically been. in a
deadlock since Jast Thursday. The committee
on rules reported a resolution for the purpose
of stopping the introduction of bills on the
two Moundays in the month known as suspen-
sjon days, About thirty members opposed this
resolution, and owing to the small attendance
they bave been ablo to prevent its adoption
hy refusing to vote, this breaking a quorum.—
Telegrams havo been sent to absent members,

PIXESVILLE, Jan. Gth, 1880,

Dear JOURNAL :—We feel assured you have
had & merry Xmas and a happy New Year,
and hope that many more of happy years may
be added to the already handsome sum, and
that your columns may continue to be as newsy
and- Intereeting -in the future as they bave
been in the past. . This is & progreseive age,
and how rapldly we do move along, the days
weeks and months all seem td pass much moro

- rapidly than they used to. Have yon heard of

the good things the Belters are enjoying since
their descent into the city, and during the holl-
days? The engines on varlous railroads are
not allowed to warn travelers of approaching
dsngerb blowing their whistles at the crossings
witbin the city limits, consequently there has
been some loss of property and must be danger
of loss of life to humanity. Neither are they
allowed to purchase a load of hay, corn or
straw, unless weighed within the city limits,
so they are compelled to pay extra for hauling
down to the old scales and back to pluce of
delivery without profit to the seller. Taxes
are not to be inoreased until 1900, but any
newly-created fproperty is assessed at oity rates;
but, the best of all, the b’hoys are not allowed
to enjoy & fast ride on the avenues within the
limits, as they could before their descent, with-
out danger of arrest, although some of them
have, I underatand, contributed in the past to
the improvement of thelr avenues. Ithas
been said that the pon is mightier than
the sword ; we do not deny it. To-day, Jana-
ary bth, the mightleat thing arcund Pikesville
is a fomale blizzard, ruling, as the sex generally
rules, with a rod of heavy showers, much to the
damage of our roands. Whilo these things can-
not well be prevented, it is a consolation to
kuow that this is only the first time we bave
been wot and not got dry. Although singular,
nevertheless it is true, that when farmers have
any business to transact, an agricultural meet-
fng to address, a ditch to dig, a road to make
or improve, as a rale they call upon some mem-
ber of the legal fraternity to tell them what
to do, bow they shall proceed, how to grow
corn, wheat or potatoes, where the ditch should
be dug or the road located, or how improved.
In the nature of. officers they call upon him for
advice and vote as the boss politician says asto
who shall represent us in our Legislature as
law-makers, or fill ouar Commissioners’ chairs
ns managers of oar county affairs, that the far-
mers conld be bettered.

Once in a while some gritty gentlemen—ban-
kers or merchants—purchase property in our
midst with a view to dovelo&:ment and money-
making, and call upon and obtain assistance
from our Commissioners to make valuable
their private property. Within a few years

ast three respectable gontlemen of this olass

ave purchased property largely in the 4th
District with the same apecnlative object in
view. When everything, as they thought, was
cocked and primed, they very suddenly made
the very valuable discovery éwhich our long-
headed forefathers had falled to do) that the
public convenience stood ve‘? much in need of
the opening of another road from Worthing-
ton’s Valley to the Reisterstown Turnpike, at
Mr. Benj. F. Groff’s Mill. They started out
with a petition, and sncceeded in pulling the
wool over the eyes of a few tax-payers of the
4th District by securing their signatures,
among which were two very careful, modest,
retired and rellable gentlemen,—farmers of the
Valley,—who sometimes use strong and hot
ooffco as a beverageand a little profune Serip-
ture as & ventilator. Said petition represented
to the Honorable the Commissioners of Balti-
more County that the public convenfence ro-
quired the opening of the above-referred to
road, naming particularly the route to pass
through, twisting and bonding to suit, to maks
more valuable the speculative property of these
retired gentlemen, not farmers, and who had
not yet been in the nejghborhood long enough
to be well informed to know what the public
did require, if anything. But these gentle-
men huve not, as yet, been so successinl, as
gentlemen some times are. There has been a
counter: petition, signed by many old resident-
farmers and tax-payers, protosting against the
opening of the road as petitioned for upon the
very simple and truthful grounds that the pub-
lic convenience does not require it, Worth.
ington's Valley already has two roads, and
much of them paved, running north and
south, and one running east and west, through
the entiro Valley, touching, bordering on, or
ruaning through every farm on it, and around
it, much to the convenience of all who shonld
wish to go or come, and are as good as country
roads gonerally are, which, with their tributa-
ries, lead to churches, schools, mills, stores,
shops, post offices and rallroad statlon, all near
and to Baltimore by either the York f’lke, the
Falls Road Pike or the Roisterstown Tarnpike,
and have always been and do yet prove road
enough, and more Lhan can well be kept in
order. The consequenco will be that in a few
days these retired bankers and merchants, with
tho old resident-farmers and tax-psyers, born
and raised there and hereabouts, will meet in
the Commissionors’ Office at Towson and pay
some member of the legal fraternity to help
decide for and tell them what they shall do
about the roads in and from Worthington's
Valley. Did you ever see the plcture of the
two fools pulling at a cow (one at the head and
the other at the tail) and the wise mau sitting
under ‘her with a milk-bucket? If you never
bave, come on the 16th and Jook at it. If the
Commiassiovers, with the afid of the legal fra-
ternity, should not docide satisfactory to all
parties, the case will then be appealed to the
Circait Court for Baltimore County, whore a
Jury of 12 men, made up of farmers, store.
keepars, restaurant-keepers, &c., disinterested
in the roads or the wellare of the residents of
the Valley and who know nothing in the world
about tho matter only what they are told, will
be called upon to decide what the people of
Worthington's Valley shall do about roads.—
About this time some money will be wanted
by the legal fraternity and somebody will have
to farnish it, The roads will not bo made any
better by the proceedings, and it would be a
dificult matter to tell who wiil be benefitted,
certainly not under any vircumstancea will the
farmers of the Valley be.

Thore has been a great deal of this kind of
business going on in our county, newcomers
dictating what old residents ought to have,
and demandlnf at the point of the law what
they will have in the way of private property
for individual benefit nnder the afirmation
that the public convenience (which carries
with it & tremendous weight) requires such
road ; and we here guestion very much the
constitutionality of our road law that allows
one party to enter in and devote to his special
benefit the Eroperty of another under sach un-
just and unkind pretense as is always used, de-
stroying in part the home whore it has been
fitted up at some expense to suit the owner,
and mado more sac to himself and family
a8 a pomfortable home in their old days.

We have lost the ‘‘Belt,”” and we are to-day
more of a rural district than ever we were,—
We have no lands assessed, and taxed by the
foot to help swell our treasnry. It is time we
should use overy economy in the expenditure
of our county funds to keep down our tazes
and Jessen our expenses, and we should be sat-
fjafled with the necessities and hot want so
many luzuries. Speculators should dovelop
their property at their own expense, and not
at the expense of their neighbors,

We were much gratified to know there is a
disposttion with our Commissioners to econo-
mize by lopping off some officers where they
could spared and curtailing the salary of
othors, and we can assure them that it is the
wish of all that they continue so to do as far
as practioal and ciroumstances will permit.—
Espeolally will they oonsider well and view
with sorutiny every petition for a new road
that may be placed before them.

We call the attention of our Commissioners
particularly to this matter, because we know
they are very frequently imposed npon in their
wish to please all. We claim to be a good citl.
gen, and hope we will prove such, Weare a
large tax-payer, and hope not in arrears. These
are progressive times, and we do not propose to
be bohind, and we are as strong an advocate
for good roads as aoy other;/man, because wo
know thejr valie, '

There is nothing that makes our gountry as
valuable as good roads, but & surplus of bad
roads lessen the value of our lands. No man
should be Bupervisor of Roads unless he bo a
large ux-ps{er and will serve without pay,
Then it he did his duty the money would go
to the Iaborer on the road and not to the Buper-
visor. Our roads would improve and the Saper-
visor would be well pald for his services b
having good Toads to travel over. .

During the past snmmer two new roads were
granted in the 4th District. One was engi-
neered and located sn entire mile through a
swamp, where it never will be a good road,
(and I challenge successful contradistion,) not
at all convenient. for the public, and to go to
Mr. Dolfleld’s Station, where there is not a
station, nor suitable placs to make one.
