War in Europe.

THE BATTLE OF REDAN—DEFEAT OF TIE
FRENCH—SURRENDER OF ‘10018 AND
1 AND THE ARMY OF M'MAUON—END
OF TIE ENPIRE—THE FRENCII REPURLIC.

On Thursday, the 15t of September, the
last great battle was fought around Sedan,
which resulted in the survender of the army
of McMahion, of from 100,000 to 120,000,
together with the Emperor and the Prince
Imperial.  After three days® hard fighting,
in which the French were constantly driven
back and hemmed in and around Sedan by
the Prussian masses, which outnumbered
tho French two or three to one, and total
anihilation evident, the Emperor sent a
flag of truce on tho following morning,
Friday 2nd inst., to King William, propos-
ing a capitulation, and thus set the Napo-
1con star for ever. A fortress on the Rhine,
one of the strongest places in Europe has
been chosen for Napoleon's residence.
The Empress Eugenie, asked and obtained
leavo to join her husband in his captivity,
Lut not to be held as a captive.

In the meantime the news of the sur-
render of McMalion's army and the Em.
peror was cireulated at Paris, and as the
proclamation of the Ministers announcing
the capitulation of McMahon's army and
the capture of the Emperorbecomes known
the cxcitement among the people becomes
indescribable.

The story of the capture of the Emperor
was freely circulated, but was not credited.

At midnight crowds assembled before
the Corps Legislatif building, and shouted
that the Emperor having fallen into the
hands of the cnemy, it was now time for
tho people to vise aud chaso out theinvader.

On the 4th, (Sunday,) the Corps Legisla-
tif, surrounded by crowds of the excited
people, declared the throne forfeited by the
Bouaparte family. Crowds soon after the
vote was aunounced, began to tear down
the Imperial armsdn front of shops. The
mob invaded the Palaco of the Tuilleries,
and tore down the throne and destroyed
everything marked with the Tmperial bees
and other Napoleonic insignia, and carried
away and cast into the river Seine all the
busts, statnes, and pictures of the Bona-
parte family.

Henti Rochiefort was beme in triumphto
the Hotel de Ville. In these scenes the
soldiers fraternized with the people, and
all shouted “Vive la France!" ¢ Vive
Commene ¥’ They laughed and wept with
joy and embraced one another.

The new Republic was proclaimed in the
Hotel de Ville. A government of national
defence, composed of eleven members, and
all Deputies of Parix, has been constituted
and ratiticd by popular acclamation. Their
pames are: MM. Arago, Emanuel Cre-
mieux, Jules Favre, Jules Ferry, Gambetta,
Garmier Pages, Geois Bizoin, Eugene
Pelletan, Picard, Rochefort, and Jules
Simon,

And thus end the carcer of Napoleon,
who by fraud and treachery overthrew the
Republic, and established an Empire on
its ruins. le goes down “‘unwept, un-
Lonored and unsung,’” execrated by the
people whom lie betrayed to satisfy a cold
seltish ambition.

The Prince Imperial has arrived in Lon-
don, and Lis mother Eugenic writes she
will join hiim there, after visiting his father.
1t was reported that he had been captured
witl'the Emperor, which turns out to be
untruc.
