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FROM THE LUTTER OF ACCEPTANCE OF
SPEAKLR BLAINE, DATED AUVGUST 4TI,

REDUCTION OF TIE DEBT.

It is seventeen mounths to-day sinco Gen-
eral Grant was inaugurated as President
of the United States. When he was in-
vested with the Executive authority the
National Debt amounted to §2,525,463,260.
On the first day of the preseat month the
total dcbt was £2,369,324,476, showing a
reduction in the period referved to of the
cnormous sum of £136,18%,784—at tho rate

millions per year. During tho seventeen
months lxumcdi:\toly preceding  General
Grant's accession to the Presidency, when
the Democratic party had contrel in the
councils of Andrew Johinson, the National
Debt was increased more than thicty mil.
lions of dollars. I am writing with the
official reports of Sceretary McCulloch and
Secretary Boutwell before me, and tho
accuracy of these figures cannot be success-
fully questioned.

But suggestivo as theso results are, the
whole truth is not yet told—for it must be
remembered that the enormous reduction
of the National Debt under the adminis-
tration of General Grant has been achieved
with diminished sources of taxation as
compared with those in existence when the
debt was so largely increased nnder Andrew
Johnson. This fact demonstrates very
conclusively two very important points,
viz: First, that the revenuo has been col-
lected with far more scrupulous honesty
aud exactness under President Johnson's
Democratic administration; and sccond,
that the public money has been disbursed
with far groater cconomy aud care ander
the one than it was under the other. Con-
trasting the two periods of cqual length,
the one under Democratic intluence the
other under Republican influence, and tho
ditlerence to the Natienal Treasury in favor
of the latter excceds one lundred and
cighty-siv_millions of dollars, just about
cleven millions per month— well nigh
four hundred thousand dollars per day.—
And this ditterence is exhibited, be it re-
membered, when the Democratic party
did not have full sway in tho Government.
They had coutrol of the President, but
were under the continual and wholesome
restraint of a Itepublican Congress,  What
the Democratic party would do, if clothied
with entire power in all the Departments
of the Government, will we trust, be left
for a long period to tho imagination of
men, without giving us the bitter finits of
its practical roalization. What forms of
repudiation of the National faith would
be resorted to may be inferred from the
declarations of their conventions aud the
speechies of many of their leading men.

TIE DEMOCRATS TPROPOSE TO I'AY REDLL
CLAIMS.

One of the most insidious and danger-
ous and probable modes of destroying the
National credit under Democratic rule
would be the payment or attempted pay-
ment from the National Treasury of all
Southiern claimants for losses intlicted by
the war. This is not an inference— for it
is holdly avowed by leading Democrats in
both branches of Congress.  In April last,
during the pendency of a bill in the Senate
introduced by Mr. Howe, of Wisconsin, to
pay *“loyal citizens for quartermaster and
commissary stores taken during the rebel-
lion," a Democratic Senator, Mr. McCreory
moved to strike out the word ‘“loyal,” aund
supported his motion by an carnest speech,
On the 21st of May, Mr. Knott, ol‘ Ken-
tucky, an able, frank, and fearless gentle-
men, one of the leaders on the Democratic
side of the house, speaking on this (ues.
tion, used the following language:

“Put, sir; thisis not all, nor half, 1

calculation, $3,000,000,000; not to the
bloated Lond holder, of whom wo have
heard so much, hut to a class of our peo-
ple to whom of all others we arc under the
most sacred obligation to pay. We owe it
to the peor, whose horses and cattle and
sheep and hogs and corn and wheat, and
everything clse, were taken: from them to
sustain your armies in the fleld.”
